GENERAL CONDITIONS FOR TRAVEL HEALTH INSURANCE

Art. 1: GENERAL PROVISIONS

(1) General terms for health insurance during travelling abroad (hereinafter
referred to as general conditions), are constituent part of the insurance
contract made between the Policy halder and the Zavarovalnica Triglav ,
d.d., Ljubljana (Triglav I Company Ltd, Ljublj

(2) The person who enters into a contract with the Insurance Company on
health insurance covering a travelling abroad is called tha Policy Holder,
and the person of whose health treatment the payment of the sum insured
depends and in whose favour the insurance has been concluded s called
fhe Insured.

{3) By ent ering into the contract on life insurance covering the period when
travelling abroad the Policy Holder covenants to pay to the Insurance Com-
pany the stipulated amount of money (Premium) whereas the Insurance
Company undertakes to reimburse to the Insured the approved costs of
medical treatment needad and transport costs, not exceeding the sum
insured, should a case incidence covered by this Insurance policy arise.

Art. 2: SUBJECT AND SCOPE OF INSURANCE

(1) The insurance cover comprises the costs of medical treatment naaded and

transport costs due fo a dlsease ur or
ture or accident i or during ing or staying abroad.
{2) The case Insured starts at mmmencamant of tha medical treatmant and
terminates when the treating p further not needed
any longer.
{3) If the medical treatment is mlatsd to a disease or accident consequences
that are not caused by previ ar the Com-

pany regards this as a new case.

Art. 3: CONCLUSION OF INSURANCE AGREEMENT

(1} The Insurance must be concluded prior to the starting date of the Journey.
The insurance contract made after the journey has started is not valid.

(2} The Insurance is concluded when the Insurance Company or its authorsed
representative issues a confirmed insurance policy. For insurance con-
tracts concluded at a distance, the Insurance Company can determine
insurance fo be concluded when the premium is paid,

(3) With a distance contract, the Policyholder has the right to cancel the insur-
ance contract within 15 days of the day of the conclusion of the contract .
A notice of ion must be p in writing and submifted to the
Insurance Company before the expiry of the cancellation period; It Is deemed
submitted in due time if it is posted as a registered letter before the expiry

of the aforementioned cancellation period. In such a case the Insurance
Company is enfitled to keep the insurance premium (cosis) for each day of
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the insurance cover. The Policyholder has no right to cancel |
contracts concluded for & period shorter than one manth,
Art. 4:START AND DURATION OF THE INSURANCE COVER

{1) The insurance cover starts at 00:00 hours of the day statad in the i
policy, as the insurance commencement day, provided the insurance pre-
mium has been paid by then. If the insurance premium is not pald by then

the insurance cover starts at 00:00 hours of the day following the p

{2) The insurance cover ceases at 24:00 hours of the day stated as the termi-
nation day in the insurance policy.

{3) The insurance cover shall under no circumstances apply in the Republic
of Slovenia.

Art. 5: PAYMEN T OF THE INSURANCE PREMIUM

{1) The policy helder is obliged te pay the insurance premium immediately after
receipt of the insurance policy.

(2) The premium is converted into the legal tender of the Rep of
at the mean exchange rate of the Bank of Slovenia as on the day of paying
the premium.

(3) If the premium is remitted through post office or a bank it is agreed that it is
paid to the Insurance Company at 24:00 hours of the day when the remit-
tance has been confirmed by the post office or by the bank.

Art. 6: OBLIGATIONS OF THE INSI.IRANCE COMPANY
